If you go to the cliff dwelling on your way from Deming just hike up stream on the middle fork from the visitors center, not the cliff dwelling which are on the west fork.  About a mile above the visitors center is a hot springs at the edge of the river.  Bring water shoes.  The cliff dwelling is about 3 hr. drive from Deming, 1 1/2 hr. from Silver.
